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1. The Maker encounters the objects:
What do you see in this new collection of things?
What ELSE do you see?     (Look at that Buddha quote again)
In other words, what are the soul themes associated with and attached to 

the materials

the methods of work

the shapes and patterns

the sizes

the colors

the krafting

What stories are getting themselves told through your making?  
Are there familiar patterns and stories?

Are there new ones emerging?  
Remember, we are allowing ourselves to be informed by what we are making

2. Now the Group encounters the Objects in a similar way
3. Once again, Why are we doing this? What can these things do??   
Well, the Objects are windows, mirrors, doors.  They can do lots of tasks:
1. Currency/Trading/Gifting/Selling (common art)
2. Move your story along. They express of mythologies/cosmologies/stories: life stories/lessons: life is dangerous,  prepare for the unexpected, watch for discord, deceit; 
3. Amulets/Protection fetishes

4. Satisfy the urge for beauty/self expression/repetition and variation

5. Mark points in Life Cycle: births, rites of passage, puberty, deaths, job loss, moving, retirement

6. Masquerade/alter reality

7. Honor/contact/identify with ancestors/progeny

8. Contact with Four Needs: Organic, Krafting, Awe, Stories

9. Encounter with Pattern-Materials-Intentions-Objects
